katavkrima, ato", tov- N,N,S, prob. not ‘condemnation’, but the punishment
following sentencing, punishment, doom NAS & NIV: condemnation

pneu'ma, ato", tov- N,G,S, (for the law) of the spirit
zwhv, h`", hJ- F,G,S, (spirit of) life
ejleuqerovw- 3-S,Aor,Act,Ind, freed, set (you) free

Therefore, there is now no condemnation for those who are in Christ Jesus, 2 because

through Christ Jesus the law of the Spirit of life set me free from the law of sin and

death.

ktivzw- M,N,P,Aor,Pass,Ptc, created
ejpiV- prep + dat: here for purpose/result: for (good works)
proetoimavzw- 3-S,Aor,Act,Ind, (which God) prepared beforehand, in advance
peripatevw- 1-P,Aor,Act,Sub, we might walk (in them = the good works)

For we are God’s workmanship, created in Christ Jesus to do good works, which God

prepared in advance for us to do.
